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WIRELESS DISTRESS BUTTONS — Information Bulletin

In January 2009, Campus Security at Ontario 
College of Art & Design introduced a wireless 
duress system for OCAD departments.  The 
system had first been implemented in high-
needs areas around campus that were identi-
fied during a meeting with different university 
stake holders.  
 
This new initiative has been made possible 
with the Women’s Campus Safety Government 
Grant. Since the test project that program has 
not been fully implementation campus wide 
with regular requests coming from depart-
ments that are interested.  The users are very 
happy with the program. 

 
 

How does it work? 

 
1. A person in duress presses the     

button on the unit 

2. Campus Security receives a visual 
and audible alarm. The alarm will 
give the programmed location i.e. 
Faculty of Art Office 

3. Campus Security dispatches security                                              
personnel to respond immediately. 

When should I use the duress button? 

 
·     These duress buttons should be used 

only in situations of imminent risk to 
your safety or the safety of your col-
leagues.  

 
How long will it take for security to re-
spond? 

 
·     Campus Security personnel will be dis-

patched immediately once a duress 
button is activated.

· Respond to and investigate all complaints of        
on-campus criminal activity, and where appropriate 
forward information to the Waterloo Regional      
Police for further investigation; 

· Provide support to the lead investigative agency 
where an incident is beyond the scope or mandate 
of the UW Police; 

· Enforce all authorized provincial legislation; 

· Report on the use of force to the  Waterloo        
Regional Police Services Board; 

· Be familiar with  UW procedures relating to their 
policing responsibilities; and 

· Maintain a vigilant patrol of all grounds and build-
ings of the University to detect and prevent crime 
and public disorder.  

Core Responsibilities  

The University of Waterloo Police has two complementary areas of core responsibility;  supporting the UW        
community in a manner congruent with UW's policies, practices and culture, and  performing the law enforcement 
duties of Special Constables as defined by the agreement with the Waterloo Regional Police Services Board. 
These responsibilities are  executed in the context of the Community Based Policing Model and, together, serve to 
ensure a campus environment that is safe and secure.
