Supervisor Rick Cousineau who looks after our property formed a partnership with Canadian Alliance for Children and 
Elmira District High School to repair bicycles and distribute them to children who couldn't afford to have a bicycle.

In May of 2009 Wilfrid Laurier University Special              
Constable Service disposed of 15 found bicycles from the 
Wilfrid Laurier University Lost and Found department. 
The bicycles were dropped off to Shirley  Redecopp a 
Community Outreach Worker with the Canadian Alliance 
Plan for Children which is a non-profit organization work-
ing in poverty intervention.  Children living in the rural 
area lack access to recreation due to transportation be-
cause of location, as well as, low income. 
  
The bicycles are dropped off at Elmira District Highschool 
and repaired by the students. A teacher from that school 
Jeff Martin assists with the  program  and has developed 
a curriculum.  Once the bicycles are repaired they are     
distributed through Shirley Redecopp to families in need.
